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6.1 Messages Supported

The driver processes lines of text. It differentiates
between system messages and device messages.

Lines containing a loop and device number are
processed and data is stored based at a location
based on the loop and device number.

All other lines are considered to be reports of system
status and result in a value being stored based on the
type of event being reported.

6.2 Languages Supported

The driver provides primary support for messages
received in English.
